Verbs that take por often deal with emotions (see Horar por) or convey a feeling of equality, in
the sense of on behalf of (see abogar por). Emotions and equality are the two main categories cov-

ered when studying por.

You can see the difference that para (purpose and destination) and por (emotions and equal-
ity) make with regard to verbs in the verb pairs estar para (to be about to do something) and
estar por (to be in favor of), as well as trabajar para (to work for someone) and trabajar por (to
work in place of or on behalf of someone).
